Friday, Day 1
Depart for Lima, Peru. Arrive later today in
this cosmopolitan coastal city at the foot of
the Andes Mountains. In Miraflores, an
upscale cultural district located in the
heart of the city, check into our hotel, the
CASA ANDINA PRIVATE COLLECTION.

Lima
Saturday, Day 2
Enjoy a tour of Lima, including the
Plaza de Armas, a UNESCO World
Heritage site and the city’s main square.
Visit the magnificent Casa Aliaga, built in
1535, still inhabited by the Aliaga family
17 generations later and filled with original
furniture and 16th-century art. Then, see
the 17th-century Convent and Church of
San Francisco, a brilliant combination of
Moorish and Baroque styles and one of the
finest colonial churches in South America.

The afternoon is at leisure.

Iquitos/Nauta/Río Amazonas
Sunday, Day 3
Following breakfast, fly to the frontier city
of Iquitos. Visit a colorful Indian market
before transfering to Nauta to embark the
expedition vessel in time for lunch.

Early this afternoon, leave the modern
world behind and begin your journey of
discovery into one of the world’s most
remote regions.

Keep an eye out
for a three-toed sloth moving between trees

Look for colorful, unusual birds like this
stunning Keel-billed toucan.

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in a slow-motion ballet, while hawks, kites
and turkey vultures glide overhead and
jabiru storks methodically search for food
in the shallows.

In the afternoon, visit a typical village
to experience the timeless way of life of
the ribereños (river people), who have
inhabited the shores of the Amazon for
generations. Enjoy a unique opportunity
to interact with villagers and learn more
about their special relationship with this
remarkable environment.

Later this evening, take a special night
excursion through the rainforest of the
Amazon Natural Park in search of elusive
nocturnal creatures such as caiman and bats.

Amazon Natural Park/
Kapok Camp
Tuesday, Day 5
A morning canoe ride across one of the
park’s enchanting black-water lakes
introduces you to a riveting world of rare
animals like the endearing capybara,

a comically large, semi-aquatic rodent native
only to South America. Walk through a
spectacular rainforest of soaring ceiba trees
that reach as high as 200 feet to form a vast
canopy, and a profusion of palms, orchids
and other tropical plants that flourish at
ground level. Participate in a traditional
Amazonian tree-planting ritual dedicated
to ensuring the longevity and health of
the rainforest.

From an elevated
canopy walkway,

monkeys, colorful macaws and the rare
electric-blue morpho butterfly. In camp,
savor a hearty meal of regional specialties,
as our guides share their insights about the
mysterious jungle and recount fascinating
myths and legends that have been passed on
for generations among the indigenous people
of the Peruvian rainforest.

Kapok Camp/Río Marañón
Wednesday, Day 6
Watch for wildlife including macaws, egrets,
oriole blackbirds and purple gallinules
during a morning walk through a forest of
massive ceiba trees. See the giant lupuna
tree, famous for its long vines and one of
the tallest species in the Amazon.

After lunch, try catching a famous
red-bellied piranha during a fishing
expedition with the vessel’s naturalist.

common cold to snakebites.

Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve/
Río Pucate/Río Ucayali
Thursday, Day 7
Arrive at the Pacaya-Samiria National
Reserve, the largest wetlands reserve in the
world. Your expedition vessel is among
the select few to cruise this narrow length
of the Amazon River, where white-necked
heron and wattled jacana dip into the
shallow waters, and endangered scarlet
macaws chatter overhead. Enjoy a special
excursion aboard one of the vessel’s small
boats through the remote Pucate Basin in
search of exotic wildlife, including toucans
and saddleback tamarind monkeys. Marvel
at Victoria amazonica, giant water lilies,
and stop to enjoy a picnic lunch aboard the
excursion boat while watching for gray and
pink river dolphins to swim up to you.

Later, our onboard chef demonstrates
the preparation of Amazonian specialties,
including juanes, a regional favorite made of
chicken and rice wrapped in banana leaves.

Río Ucayali/Río Amazonas
Friday, Day 8
Enter a virtually uninhabited portion of
the Amazon where the river narrows and
the dense rainforest along the banks teems
with wildlife. Aboard excursion boats,
cruise up narrow tributaries while the
vessels’ naturalists identify various species
encountered and help you to observe
captivating animal and plant life rarely
detected by the untrained eye. Enjoy a final
afternoon of cruising the Amazon returning
to Nauta. Gather on the vessel’s upper deck
for a festive farewell dinner as the sun sets
over the lush flora of the passing rainforest.

Río Amazonas/Nauta/
Iquitos/Lima
Saturday, Day 9
Following breakfast, disembark LA TURMALINA

and transfer to the Iquitos airport. Fly to
Lima and check into our day rooms at the
CASA ANDINA PRIVATE COLLECTION HOTEL.
Pursue the charms of Lima at your own pace
this afternoon. Late tonight, transfer to the
airport for your return flight to the U.S. or stay
overnight in Lima and continue on the Machu
Picchu and the Sacred Valley Post-Tour Option.

Your flight arrives in the U.S.

Cruising along the Amazon River provides fascinating opportunities to observe the river’s central role in
the daily life of the local ribereños, the “river people.”

The amazing jacana gives the illusion of walking on water
as its long delicate toes, with up to an eight inch span,
enable it to balance on tiny fragments of floating flora.

Keep an eye out for the Amazon’s playful pink and
grey river dolphins, who often swim alongside the
expedition vessel.
