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1 Name

1.1 This organization shall be called the Council on Greek Life.

2 Purpose

2.1 The Council on Greek Life (COGL), which reports in the governance system to the University Committee on Complimentary Activities (CCA), oversees and assesses fraternities and sororities.  The Council serves to regularly advise CCA  and, when requested, the President and Dean of Students regarding policies and practices  that would improve the fraternity and sorority system, and increase its contributions to the University’s educational mission and community life

3 Composition

3.1 COGL consists of 13 members selected as follows:
3.1.1 One representative from, and selected by, CCA for a one-year term,
3.1.2 Two administrators appointed by the President,
3.1.3 Two faculty members, one from each college, appointed by the President,
3.1.4 Two representatives (the two Vice Presidents) from the Interfraternity Council as selected by the IFC, each to a one-year term,
3.1.5 Two representatives (the two Vice Presidents) from the Panhellenic Association as selected by the Panhellenic Association, each to a one-year term,
3.1.6 Two non-Greek students, one male and one female, appointed by the Bucknell Student Government, each to a one-year term, and
3.1.7 Two representatives from the Alumni Greek Council, one fraternity and one sorority representative, as selected by that organization.
3.2 There shall be co-chairs of the Council of Greek Life.
3.2.1 There will be one student co-chair of COGL who  is either a member of the Interfraternity Council or the Panhellenic Council, rotating each calendar year.
3.2.2 There will be one non-student co-chair who must be a member of the faculty or staff but not from the Dean of Students office.
3.3 The staff in the Office of Greek Life serves as non-voting resources to COGL.

4 Member  Responsibilities

4.1 Responsibilities of the chair - Along with enforcing the rules set forth in these Bylaws, the co-Chairs will set the agenda and the student chair will run meetings and notify members of COGL about meetings. 
4.2 CCA Representative - The CCA Representative is the intermediary between COGL and CCA.
4.3 Secretary - The Secretary will record minutes at each COGL meeting.

5 Responsibilities
COGL will strictly adhere to the guidelines as set forth in “The Plan for Prominence in Fraternity and Sorority Affairs.”  Included in these are to:
5.1 Conduct an annual accreditation evaluation of each chapter as stated in “The Plan for Prominence in Fraternity and Sorority Affairs.”
5.2 Conduct an additional review of each chapter at the conclusion of the formal recruitment process to ensure chapters are on pace to pass accreditation.
5.3 Undertake studies, submit reports, and complete other assignments on Greek issues as requested by the Board of Trustees, President, Dean of Students, and/or CCA such as:
5.3.1 Annual approval of Fraternity and Sorority Recruitment, Bid Night, and Welcome Day guidelines,
5.3.2 Annual review of House Party guidelines,
5.3.3 Annual Fraternity and Sorority recruitment, Bid Night, and Welcome Day review, and
5.3.4 Annual House Party review.
5.4 Receive and, where appropriate, comment on reports, recommendations, or requests from the IFC or Panhellenic Association or individual chapters on their respective activities, projects, and plans.
5.5 One member of COGL will be appointed by the co-chairs to participate in annual House Party planning.

6 Meetings and Voting

6.1 COGL shall adhere to Roberts Rules of Order to establish parliamentary procedure
6.1.1 A voting quorum of two-thirds must be established for any decision to be passed by COGL.  This quorum should be included in the minutes and in any reports released about decisions made.
6.1.2 All votes will be taken by hand in the affirmative, negative or abstention.
6.2 COGL shall meet on a bi-weekly basis.  Meeting times shall be set by the co-Chairs on the first meeting of every semester.
6.3 In the event that COGL is discussing the Greek organization of one of its members, he or she will be asked to leave the room.
6.4 COGL will vote to approve the minutes from the previous meeting at the beginning of each meeting.

7 Revision

7.1 Any portion of these Bylaws may be sent from COGL to CCA for elimination or revision, provided the proposed change was presented in writing to COGL at their previous meeting.
