Community Service Hours

Below is a sampling of how individuals and organizations can claim community hours and philanthropy contributions in accordance with the Plan for Prominence. This is only a sampling. If you have specific questions, please feel free to contact me.
Remember that all hours must be coordinated locally, pre-approved and during the regular academic year so that proper credit can be given. Summer and winter break hours will not count. Spring Break hours will only count if they are coordinated through a Bucknell University office. Hours completed for pay or as a requirement for an academic course (receive a grade or academic credit) or judicial sanction will not receive credit. Examples of these include but are not limited to anything from service learning, scholars in service, work study jobs, Management 101, university, local, or state community service sanctions. Examples of Service Learning that would not count as Community Service are, but not limited to: Bucknell Buddies, Head Start or any program based out of the Service Learning Office. Service Learning is not Community Service.
All blue Plan for Prominence community service forms must be signed by the appropriate personnel representing the non-profit agency and Bucknell University. Unsigned forms will not receive credit.

The following are activities you will not get credit for: unpaid babysitting for individuals, selling tickets in the LC for individual events, attendance at fundraising meals, working Bucknell community based events (Relay For Life, Students Against Multiple Sclerosis Dance, etc.), getting supplies for events (decorations, event supplies, logistics, etc.), donating time in your hometown over weekends, the summer or breaks, etc.
Community Service is any time given to directly benefit the local community (Union or surrounding counties) as a charitable or non-profit cause. It has to be outside of Bucknell and hours will not be given if nothing is done off campus, in the local community. Raising money for your own chapters’ fundraising efforts will not be credited for community service hours. An important question to ask when determining if something is community service is how does the local community outside of Bucknell or the organization you are working for benefit from your actions?

Meals

Philanthropy is whatever financial costs are paid for, donated or collected by your specific organization and given for the betterment of a non-profit agency, organization, foundation or cause. If your organization raises $200 for a specific cause but only donates $150 because they have taken out $50 for their own costs, the actual donation is $150.
All green Plan for Prominence philanthropy forms should be filled out in their entirety complete with receipts, signatures, spreadsheets, email confirmation or photocopy of the check with the amount that was donated toward the cause. Forms without the proper paperwork will not be accepted or given credit. 

Money paid for items (glassware, t-shirts, mugs, flip-flops, etc.) sold by Management 101 companies does not count as philanthropy due to the fact that someone is receiving a product. This is an agreement between Management 101 Professors and the Dean of Students Office.
