Panhellenic Scholarship/Membership Assistance Grant
This scholarship was created in an effort to relieve some of the financial obligations for Greek women at Bucknell University. The Panhellenic Council will award three Greek women with up to $200 each in scholarships to be used towards chapter semester dues. The amount awarded will be determined based on the particular chapter dues for the 2009 fall semester.  The objective of this award is to support those members who commit their time and talents to enhance Greek Life, but might have difficulty fulfilling the financial responsibilities.  
To be considered for this award, you must be a fully-initiated member of Bucknell’s Panhellenic System and in good standing with the University. Each member is eligible to receive the stipend only once. The recipient must demonstrate financial need, outstanding dedication to her chapter, and an effort to improve Greek Life at Bucknell, as well as embody the qualities outlined in the Panhellenic Creed.
Panhellenic Creed:
We, as Undergraduate members of women’s fraternities, stand for good scholarship, for guarding of good health, for maintenance of fine standards, and for serving, to the best of our ability, our college community. Cooperation for furthering fraternity life, in harmony with its best possibilities, is the ideal that shall guide our fraternity activities. We, as fraternity women, stand for service through the development of character, inspired by the close contact and deep friendships of individual fraternity and Panhellenic life. The opportunity for wide and wise human service, through mutual respect and helpfulness, is the tenet by which we strive to live.
