House Party 2011 Policies and Procedures

March 25 and 26, 2011
1. Dates and Times of House Party 2011: The following dates and times will be strictly followed:

Friday, March 25: 

6:00 p.m. to 2:00 a.m.

Saturday, March 26: 

12:00 noon to 2:00 a.m.

2. Use of Colored/Covered Containers:
a. Twenty-One (21) Year Old Attendees: Only House Party 2011 mugs may be carried during the weekend. These mugs will be distributed to 21 year old attendees who also must be wearing a wristband that signifies they are at least 21 years of age. Public Safety and R & P Security officers will be patrolling House Party 2011. They will be asking attendees to show their 21-year-old wristbands if a House Party 2011 mug is in someone’s possession.

b. Non 21 Year Old Attendees: Attendees who are not at least 21 years of age may not have a colored/covered mug, cup, can, glass, etc. in their possession for any reason. Bottled water and bottled soft drink containers with screw on and off caps will be available at various beverage stations on Fraternity Road during House Party 2011.  These beverage containers are the only beverage container that may be carried by an attendee who is not at least 21 years of age. Public Safety officers will be patrolling House Party 2011 and will be issuing citations to anyone carrying another type of beverage container, outside of carbonated beverages and water provided by Dining Services.
3. Registered Events: Chapters may register unlimited events during House Party 2011. Each event may be registered for a maximum of four (4) hours. There must be a one-hour break between registered events.   All chapter houses must be cleaned completely following completion of the registered event, and the chapter house must be in the standing it was before the beginning of the event. During all registered events, chapters must observe the following risk management guidelines in addition to those already in the Risk Management Manual:

a. The front door of the chapter house must be staffed by at least two (2) chapter members who check for House Party 2011 wristbands,

b. The bar area must be staffed by at least two (2) TIPS-certified bartenders.

c. Alcohol should be distributed only to those who are wearing a 21-year old wristband that has not been tampered with and possessing a House Party 2011 mug.

d. Cans of alcohol will not be distributed to guests.

4. Alcohol Consumption:
a. Prior to 6:00 pm on Friday, March 25 there will be absolutely no alcohol consumption on chapter premises.

b. Between 6 pm and 2 am on Friday, March 25 and 12 noon and 2 am on Saturday, March 26 alcohol may only be consumed at events that are registered. If a fraternity registers an event from 5 pm to 9 pm, all alcohol beverages and bar service may not begin serving until 5 pm and must terminate before 9 pm. There will be no alcohol consumption on chapter property unless the chapter is hosting a registered event.

c. Unattended Alcohol: Alcohol will never be left unattended at a chapter house.

5. Deliveries: Any deliveries of food and/or beverages must be completed by 5 pm Friday, March 25 and by 11 am Saturday, March 26. Fraternity Road will be closed to general traffic after these times. The only exceptions are law enforcement, HP staff and vehicles carrying musical bands or equipment. 
6. Underage Alcohol Consumption and Storage: House Party 2011 is not an opportunity for underage students to consume alcohol. Students will be subject to all University alcohol policies throughout House Party Weekend. Members of the Interfraternity Council (IFC) will be meeting with first-year students prior to House Party Weekend to discuss policies and procedures relating to the weekend.

· Each chapter must adhere to the university’s “30 Case Rule.” There should not be more than 30 cases of beer consumed at any one registered event.

· If a chapter is having multiple events per day, they may store that many cases on their university controlled property. Once that amount of beer is consumed, more deliveries are not possible. 

· Example – If a chapter is hosting three events in one day, they may house as much at 90 cases of beer. Once the 90 cases are gone, the beer is gone for the day. No exceptions.

7. Beer Cans: Consuming beer directly from cans is strictly prohibited at all House Party Events. All beer must be poured into an Official HP mug by a TIPS certified bartender in the segregated serving area.

8. Bottles: The presence of glass bottles is strictly prohibited at all times during House Party Weekend. Chapters and individual violating this rule will be cited and fined.

9. Segregated 21 Year Old Alcohol Serving Area: All fraternities are required to have a segregated 21-year old serving area for alcohol at all registered events.

10. Bartenders: All bartenders at registered events must be TIPS certified.

11. Outside Speaker Placement: All outside speakers for bands or DJ’s must adhere to the following guidelines:

a. Uphill Fraternities: Speakers should never be facing the river. All speakers should face the University.
b.
Downhill Fraternities: It is the responsibility of the downhill fraternities to advise their neighbors, in writing, of their intent to host an outside event during House Party Weekend well in advance of House Party Weekend and to take the necessary steps in order to minimize noise pollution. Copies of these letters to the neighbors must be on file in the Office of Residential Education and Fraternity and Sorority Affairs no later than Wednesday, March 23 at 4 pm or the event may not be held.

12. Outside Music: All outside music must end by 10 pm. Discussion with local and state police have resulted in the following policies governing outside music complaints:

a. First Complaint: The volume of the music must be turned down immediately.

b. Second Complaint: All music must stop immediately; no discussion.

13. Indoor Music: All events must end by 2 am or chapters will be subject to a $200 fine.

14. Electrical Hook-Up and Wiring: For life safety reasons, chapters must work with Facilities to have the appropriate wiring and electrical hook ups for their power needs and usage. Please contact the Electrical Supervisor, David Eckley at 577-1911 for questions, concerns and needs. This should be done at least two-weeks in advance.  In addition, any chapter that requires fencing for a registered event should contact Facilities at least two-weeks in advance.
15. Wristbands: There will be two types of wristbands used at House Party 2011:

a. House Party 2011 Wristbands: Only those who are wearing a House Party 2011 wristband will be permitted access to House Party 2011 events (fraternity facilities) and House Party food and beverages. Each fraternity will be required to develop a monitoring system that permits only those wearing this special wristband access to their events.  However, each chapter, having jurisdiction over its own registered event, is allowed to refuse students wearing wristbands access into their house as they see fit.  Wearing a wristband does not entitle an individual access into an event.  Fraternity men will not be charged for their wristbands. Bucknell University sorority affiliated women will be issued their wristband for $7.00 each. Non-Affiliated Bucknell University students will be issued this wristband at a cost of $25.00. Alumni of Bucknell University will be charged $25.00. Guests of Bucknell University students will be charged $25.00 for this wristband.
b. Twenty-One (21) Year old Wristbands: Every person of age (minimum of 21) must have a 21 year old wristband AND a House Party 2011 colored mug to be served and able to legally consume alcohol. There is no additional fee for the wristband or mug.  However, replacement mugs for lost mugs will cost an additional five (5) dollars.
16. Guests: Only Bucknell University students and alumni may register guests. Fraternity and sorority members may register up to two (2) guests that are not affiliated with Bucknell University and two (2) Bucknell alumni, while non-members of fraternities and sororities are limited to no more than two (2) guests. All alumni attending House Party 2011 must be registered guests of a student. Any alumni attending the event registering with a non-Greek student will be counted as one of their two (2) guests. Guests of Bucknell University students must meet the following requirements:

a. at least 18 years of age;

b. cannot be in high school or lower;

c. registered by a Bucknell University student or alumni;

d. provide a valid ID (driver’s license, passport, college or military ID);

e. pay the $25.00 registration fee

f. guest registration will begin Wed., March 23 at 10 am outside the Office of Residential and Fraternity & Sorority Affairs –  306 Elaine Langone Center. 

g. guest registration forms can be downloaded on-line at:  http://www.bucknell.edu/x35364.xml
h. fill out and turn in your guest form with payment on Wed., March 23 and bring guests to one of the HP registration areas when they arrive on the weekend for their wristband.

17. Identification Cards: Bucknell students, alumni, and guests must carry their student ID or driver’s licenses with them at all times and make it available to any BU, public safety or security staff person upon request.

18. House Party 2011 Wristband Distribution Procedures: House Party 2011 wristbands will be distributed as indicated below:

a. First-Year Students: Thursday, March 24, Arches Lounge, 7 – 9 pm.
b. Non-Greek Upperclass Students, Alumni, and Guests: Friday, March 25, 10 am – 3 pm in Arches Lounge of the Elaine Langone Center and on Fraternity Road behind Bertrand Library at the House Party 2011 Hospitality Center from 5 pm – 11 pm AND Saturday, March 26 from 12 noon to 11 pm.
c. Twenty-One Wristbands: Friday, March 25, 10 am – 4 pm in Arches Lounge of the Elaine Langone Center, and 5 pm – 11 pm on Fraternity Road at the House Party 2011 Hospitality Center. Saturday, March 26, 12 noon – 11 pm on Fraternity Road at the House Party 2011 Hospitality Center.
19. Maintenance of Property: The following policies will apply to maintenance of chapter property:

a. Campus Clean-Up: All fraternities and sororities are expected to pitch in and help clean up the entire campus in addition to maintaining their own chapter premises. If you can sponsor an event of this magnitude, the least you can do is help clean it up.

b. Chapter Property: It is the responsibility of each fraternity to maintain its property (inside and out) at all times during House Party 2011. Each chapter will be expected to clean its property immediately after a registered event. Any chapter asked by a Dean of Students staff member or House Party Committee member to clean their property at any time throughout the weekend will be assessed a $500.00 fine. No appeals will be granted.

Party and House Checks: The Greek Monitoring Team (GMT) and BU Public Safety will monitor all registered parties and chapter houses throughout House Party 2011. The GMT will be comprised of teams of two members who will be responsible for formal party checks and ensuring that chapters not hosting events are not distributing alcohol. 
19. House Party Monitors: House Party monitors will consist of two teams of two students who will be patrolling the upper and lower campuses to ensure that all House Party policies and procedures are being followed. These teams will carry radios to provide constant communications with House Party organizers. Chapters will be fined $100 for each House Party Monitors who arrive late for their shift. The chapter will be fined $200 is the monitor fails to arrive for his shift or arrive after having consumed alcohol. A schedule organized by Vice-President Internal, Aravind Mohan will be made available and strictly adhered to.

20. House Party Supervisors: The IFC President, Vice-President Internal, Vice-President External, and Special Events will serve as the House Party 2011 supervisors in conjunction with the Assistant Director of Fraternity Affairs.

21. Miscellaneous Expenses:  The Interfraternity Council has received funding from BSG to fund a variety of miscellaneous expense as indicated below.
a. Food: A food vendor will be on Fraternity Road near Sigma Chi Fraternity at the following times:

Friday, March 25 
9 pm – 2 am

Saturday, March 26
9 pm – 2 am 
b. Bottled Water and Soft Drinks: Five (5) Bottled water and soft-drink tub stations will be set-up throughout Fraternity Road.  
c. Portable Toilets: Fourteen (14) portable toilets will be stationed along Fraternity Road.
d. House Party 2011 Wristbands: 4,000 House Party 2011 wristbands have been purchased.

e. Twenty-One Year Old Wristbands: 2,000 twenty-one year old wristbands have been purchased.

f. House Party 2011 Mugs: 1,800 mugs have been purchased.

g. Private Security Guards: Private security guards have been hired and will be used to help monitor and control pedestrian and vehicular traffic.

If chapters would like to hire additional security for their own events at their own cost, please contact Cpt. Doug Lauver of Bucknell Public Safety at least two-weeks in advance so that he can make arrangements.

h. House Party & Greek Monitoring Team (GMT) Monitors: Students are compensated $10/hour to monitor House Party events and to keep students and guests from getting into trouble. All GMT and House Party monitors will be wearing construction vests to avoid confusion, and all vests must be returned to the House Party tent at the end of their respective shifts. 
i. Wristband Distribution Staff:  Students are compensated $10/hour to distribute wristbands, register guests, and provide general assistance throughout the weekend.

j. Downtown Cleanup: Every sorority and fraternity is required to submit two (2) chapter members to a downtown cleanup on Saturday and Sunday of House Party Weekend 2011, respectively.  A supervisor, who is appointed by the Vice-President Internal of the Interfraternity Council, will ensure that there is attendance to this mandatory event.  Failure to attend will result in a $100 fine levied on the chapter per absent member.

Rewards for Risk Management: One fraternity chapter who provide outstanding risk management during House Party Weekend may be recognized by receiving a risk management grant that can be used to off-set House Party expenses. Risk management awards will be determined by the Assistant Director of Fraternity Affairs, the IFC President, the House Party 2011 Committee Chair, and the Vice President for Internal Relations.
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
