One unique aspect of the BPIP Internship Fund program is the student/mentor relationship.  We ask alumni to become mentors to the Internship Fund recipients for the summer (May – August).  Since the students’ internships vary in length (8 -12 weeks) and locations, we ask that our mentors do their best to communicate with the students at least three times during the summer.  The relationship between the student and his/her mentor depends entirely upon the goals, preferences, and availability of the two individuals. Some mentors are in communication with their students via phone calls and e-mails, while others get together every once in awhile (if located close in proximity).
