Secondary and K-12 certification programs are based on a major in the desired content area. In addition to completing Bucknell liberal arts requirements (Common Learning Agenda or College Core Curriculum) and completing requirements for their major, students must plan to take the equivalent of one education course per semester, and to spend one semester in the senior year in student teaching.  Some certification areas require specialized content courses or have requirements outside of the major.  Please see the specific requirements for your certification area and consult early and often with your education advisor to make sure you are fulfilling all requirements for teaching certification.
