WHAT DOES SEVIS MEAN TO ME?
1.
ALL STUDENTS must receive a SEVIS I-20 form.

2.
Must submit change of address to Linda Bennett, DIS, 1 Dent Drive, 209 Marts Hall within 10 days of moving.  VERY IMPORTANT!!!
3.
You must always be enrolled as a full-time student at Bucknell.  At Bucknell you cannot take an extra semester to finish.
· Undergraduates need a total of 7 courses for first academic year.  
· Undergraduate students – In some cases you may be pursuing a 5-year program.  Your I-20 must indicate this.  In the course of your study here, you may have a credit deficiency.  This must be documented in your file.
· Graduate students need 2 courses per semester.  
· Graduate students – In some cases you may be enrolled in one course and working on your thesis.
· If for any reason you are enrolled less than full-time this must be documented in your file.  If you drop below full-time enrollment you will be out-of-status with immigration and you will need to become reinstated.

4.
Must apply for optional practical training before graduating.

5.
If you plan to transfer to another school, notify your current school immediately.  The new school cannot issue you an I-20 before your last school indicates your transfer in the SEVIS system.

6.
There is no more grace period of “60 days to leave the United States” unless you complete your program of study.

7.
It is much more difficult to request reinstatement to F-1 status.  The DHS will only consider cases where natural disaster or serious illness has occurred.
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
