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Greek Housing Contract 2009-2010
I, the undersigned hereby apply and contract for a residence hall space for myself at Bucknell University for the ENTIRE ACADEMIC YEAR, 2009-2010. 

I understand this contract will be terminated if I withdraw from the University, complete my degree requirements, am elected president or treasurer of my fraternity, marry, or participate in an Off-Campus Study Program.  I agree to be an involved member of the living learning community, pay applicable dues or fines, attend regular floor meetings, and participate in hall activities.  I sign this contract fully aware of, subject to, and in accordance with the terms and provisions stated below.

1. REGULATIONS:  The resident(s) of the space assigned shall be subject to the University Regulations Relating to Conduct and Regulations Relating to Residence Units as stated in the current Student Handbook.  If current regulations are changed, this agreement will automatically incorporate such changes.

2. MEALS:  Every student residing on campus must purchase a meal plan each semester.  Additional Bucknell Dining policies are available on the Bucknell Dining website at http://www.bucknell.edu/x4783.xml.  
3. CHECK-IN PROCEDURE:  Upper-class students with a Greek assignment must check in with their Peer Advisor and complete the check‑in procedures on August 22, 23, 24, and 25.  UNLESS OTHERWISE APPROVED BY THE OFFICE OF GREEK LIFE, NO STUDENT MAY MOVE INTO RESIDENCE BEFORE SATURDAY, AUGUST 22. AN ADDITIONAL ROOM FEE OF $100.00 PER DAY WILL BE CHARGED TO THOSE STUDENTS WHO MOVE IN BEFORE THE DESIGNATED DAY.  First-year students with a residence hall assignment must report to their assigned hall and complete the check‑in procedure between 8am and Noon on Friday, August 21, 2009. 
4. CHECK-OUT PROCEDURE:  Resident students completing degree requirements or leaving the campus at the conclusion of first semester must vacate their space by Noon on the day following the conclusion of their last final examination in the fall semester or upon completion of their academic requirements for the semester. Likewise, students not completing degree requirements in the spring must vacate their space by Noon on the day following the conclusion of their last final examination or upon completion of their academic requirements for the semester. Resident students completing degree requirements in the spring may remain in their space until 10am on the day following Commencement.

5. CONDITION OF ROOM UPON DEPARTURE:  All trash will be bagged and removed by the assigned resident(s).  Failure to remove trash or leave the room in an acceptable condition will result in an assessment equally divided between each assigned resident.  Moreover, if the public areas on the hall (lounges, hallway, bathrooms, etc.) are left in disrepair, a charge for returning the public area to its original condition will be equally divided among all residents of the community.  All personal belongings must be removed from the space assigned upon departure. The University will not assume responsibility for belongings left in the space assigned.

6. ROOM KEY:  Upon departure from residence, the room key must be returned to the Peer Advisor or Office of Greek Life. Failure to do so will subject the resident(s) to a lock replacement charge of $75.00.  A room key may not be duplicated.  If the room key is lost or stolen during the term of occupancy, a lock replacement charge of $75.00 will be made to the student’s University account.

7. ROOM INVENTORY:  The resident(s) of the space assigned shall be responsible for any unassigned loss, damage, repair, or replacement of the furnishing(s), door(s), window(s), wall(s) and the conditions of the space during the term of occupancy. Upon arrival and departure, the resident(s) will inspect the space and conduct an inventory of the furnishings and condition of the space with a representative of the Office of Greek Life (Peer Advisor).  The last resident of the space to leave has the responsibility to arrange with a representative of the Office of Greek Life (Peer Advisor) to inspect and lock the space after the inventory is completed.

8. ROOM INSPECTION:  To ensure all furnishings remain in the space throughout the year, a member of the University staff will inspect this space during fall break, Thanksgiving, the winter interim, spring break, and at departure.  The resident(s) will be billed the current replacement values of those items missing, damaged or broken following each inspection period.  Resident(s) who remove any furnishing(s) from their space will be subject to adjudication through the Judicial System (as outlined in the current Student Handbook).  Peer Advisors or University staff members will conduct an inspection each semester to ensure rooms meet fire and safety requirements and the resident(s) will be responsible to make necessary changes within one day of receipt of violation notification.  If during any of the inspections mentioned above, violations of the student code of conduct are found, appropriate judicial procedures may be initiated.

9. COMMUNITY RESPONSIBILITIES:  Since living in a Greek residence is a privilege accompanied by certain responsibilities associated with community living, the occupants assume responsibility for loss or damage to any property in the public area (lounge(s), hallway, bathrooms, etc.) within the community.  The charge for replacing items stolen or damaged will be divided equally among all hall group residents.  Students with any information pertaining to community damages are encouraged to report that information to the Peer Advisor or University staff member. Moreover, residents are required to take their trash to the central drop off location or outside to the dumpster for their building or area.

10. INDIVIDUAL RESPONSIBILITIES:  The occupant of the space assumes responsibility for any act, behavior or conduct that originates from the space assigned or selected. At no time are students permitted to occupy additional spaces within the residence halls to which they are not assigned.
11. VACATION CLOSING:  Student residences are closed during the following time periods: fall break, Thanksgiving recess, winter interim, and spring break.  Online registration is available for students requesting to remain on campus during breaks.  A resident occupying his/her room without authorization during these times is subject to a $100.00 per day fee.  Under special circumstances, that is, in order to minimize the number of facilities in use for the purpose of conserving energy, and reducing operating expenses, the University reserves the right to temporarily reassign students required to be on campus during vacation periods. On occasion, there may be interruptions of services (i.e. - water, electricity, etc.) during the break to attend to maintenance issues during these periods of low occupancy within the residence halls. While our goal is to notify students of these interruptions, emergencies may arise and timely notice may not be available.
12. OVERNIGHT GUESTS:  Students with guests must obtain the approval of their roommate(s) prior to their guest’s arrival.  A guest may not stay more than three nights in a two-week period or over break periods. The student is responsible for the conduct of his/her guest(s).
13. SECURITY:  In order to maintain a safe and secure residential environment, students are required to carry their Bucknell ID card and room key on their persons at all times. At no time should an exterior residence hall door be propped open for any reason. Any student found propping open an exterior residence hall door will be subject to adjudication as outlined in the current Student Handbook.  If the Bucknell ID card is lost, damaged, or stolen during the term of occupancy, a replacement charge of $50.00 will be made to the student’s University account.


14. LOFT CONSTRUCTION:  The construction of "lofted" beds by residents using items other than university provided furniture is prohibited. STUDENTS WHO CONSTRUCT A LOFT ARE SUBJECT TO A DAILY FINE OF $25.00 and a judicial referral.  All Greek rooms have “loftable” University furniture.

15. AIR CONDITIONERS:  The University prohibits the use of window or stand alone air conditioners in any of the residential halls. The use of air conditioners in any form could result in judicial action or university sanctions and/or fines as outlined in the current Student Handbook. 

16. SPECIAL ROOM ENTRY:  The University reserves the right to enter any residence hall space in an emergency or if there is reasonable cause to believe a violation of University policy, State, or Federal Law is occurring.  Entrance to a residence hall space under any other circumstances (except as noted above in item 9) is subject to conditions stated in the current Student Handbook.

17. PERSONAL INSURANCE:  The University can accept no responsibility for the theft, loss, or damage by fire or otherwise of money, valuables, computers, or any personal property of the student either in the student's residence space or in University storage areas.  Students are urged to purchase their own insurance to cover such losses.  Since family Home Owner's Insurance Policies sometimes provide coverage for the personal property of a family member away at school, students are also encouraged to check with their family's insurance agent regarding policy coverage.
18. RECYCLING:  In accordance with Pennsylvania Act 101, the occupants of the space assigned assume responsibility for separating recyclable glass, aluminum cans, and paper, and agree to deposit these products in the respective containers outside the hall.

19. TELEPHONE:  Residents are responsible for providing and repairing their own room telephone.  The telephone must be a single-line, touch tone phone.  A technician is available to check possible problems with the line itself.  Bucknell University cannot be held responsible for phones that are incompatible with the University’s telephone system.  Collect calls may not be accepted; those that are accepted are subject to a minimum charge of $25.00 per call.  Any student making or attempting to make fraudulent telephone calls will pay the cost of these calls plus a fine and costs of collection.  Fraudulent use includes unauthorized calls placed from or charged to any telephone.  Fraudulent calls placed from or charged to University telephones are subject to criminal prosecution and/or disciplinary action by the University.  

20. REASSIGNMENT PROCESS:  The University reserves the right to temporarily or permanently reassign students at any time during the term of occupancy. 
21. ROOM CHANGES & VACANCIES:  Unauthorized reassignments are prohibited; that is, a student may not move from his/her assigned space to another in the hall or another hall without the prior knowledge and authorization of the Office of Greek Life.  Students in violation of this provision will be subject to a fine of $100.00 and/or cancellation of their space assignment. Housing rates are dependent upon the capacity and amenities of the room (i.e. – air conditioning, apartment style, etc.). If a room change is made, the rate at which a student is charged may change based on these conditions and the number of days the student is in the room (maximum 114 days per semester). By applying for a room change, the student accepts all financial responsibility related to the housing costs of the new assignment. Vacancies within multiple-capacity rooms must be ready to receive a student at any time. Students with a vacancy in his/her room can find another student to have move into the space, request to move to a single room, or accept a new roommate at any time throughout the year. 
22. REMOVAL FROM RESIDENCE:  Residency in a University facility is a privilege, with its incumbent conduct expectations upon residents as outlined in the Student Handbook.  Except in an emergency, when a student may be temporarily or permanently removed from residence, no student may be removed from residence without an administrative or disciplinary hearing.

23. REFUNDS:  Room charges are refundable to students who officially withdraw from the University as outlined in the current “Credit & Refund Policies” posted online through the Finance Office website.
24. STORAGE:  Limited and restricted storage is available in the basements of chapter houses and the suites of sorority wings.  THE UNIVERSITY ASSUMES NO RESPONSIBILITY FOR ANY LOSS OR DAMAGE OF ITEMS STORED. Access to stored items will not be granted at any time unless pre-arrangements have been made with the Asst. Dean of Students.

25. NON‑DISCRIMINATION:  Bucknell University admits and does not discriminate against students of any race, color, national and ethnic origin, religion or sex, to all the rights, privileges, programs and activities generally accorded or made available to students at Bucknell, and does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, handicap, national and ethnic origin, sexual orientation, or religion in the administration of its educational policies, admissions policies, scholarship and loan programs, and athletic and other University‑administered programs.  It complies fully with the prohibitions against discrimination on the basis of sex contained in Title IX of the Educational Amendments of 1972.  By entering into this contract, student residents agree to honor and support the University's commitment. Discrimination or harassment of others in violation of this commitment will be cause for dismissal from the residence halls.  In employment of both students and staff, Bucknell is an Affirmative Action and Equal Opportunity Employer.
I acknowledge, by my signature, that I have read all of the provisions of the contract stated above and agree to uphold these provisions as a resident student.
