The Institute for Leadership in Technology and Management
Bucknell University

The Institute for Leadership in Technology and Management (ILTM) at Bucknell provides a unique opportunity for selected engineering, management/accounting, and liberal arts students who have completed their sophomore year.  The Institute integrates engineering and management education and, with perspectives from the humanities and social sciences, exposes students to the complex, multi-faceted problems facing technology-based organizations today.

The first summer involves an intensive, six-week on-campus program that places heavy emphasis on critical thinking, teamwork and integrative decision-making in the context of “real-world” organizational issues.  Comprised of lectures, case studies, discussions, field trips, and interdisciplinary team projects developed and guided by executives from selected corporations, this summer session addresses strategic management, economics, corporate finance, marketing, organizational behavior, engineering and technology development, global competition, personal and professional ethics, leadership, and communication.

For the summer campus program, ILTM students have historically receive one-half course academic credit and a summer stipend; tuition costs are waived.  Housing is provided on campus in the Gateways.  Stipends for students receiving financial aid during the academic year will be augmented.  University meal plans are available but not required.

Students are expected to participate in a challenging summer internship after their junior year, i.e., nearly one year after they complete the summer program.  The internships, identified and obtained by ILTM students with assistance from the Career Development Center, should provide exposure to both technology and management issues, processes and operations.  One-half course academic credit will be awarded (again, with tuition waived) for those internships meeting the program requirements as determined by ILTM faculty.

Admission into the Institute is by application only, which can be found on the ILTM website (go to www.bucknell.edu/iltm and click on “Apply”).  All Bucknell sophomores are eligible to apply.  Admission decisions will be based on an applicant’s GPA, quality of essays and, in some cases, strength of faculty recommendations and interviews with ILTM faculty.  It is expected the class will consist of approximately ten management/accounting students, ten engineering students, and four liberal arts students.

Completed applications must be emailed to ttoole@bucknell.edu by January 6, 2012.  Admission decisions will be completed and announced by January 20, 2012.

This year, ILTM will again have an Early Decision option, which is intended for students who must know whether they are accepted before January 20.  Students who submit their applications by December 16 should receive their acceptance decision by December 23.  It is expected that the acceptance criteria for this round of acceptances will be more rigorous than for the regular admissions process.  It is possible that some early decision applicants will be notified that their acceptance decisions must be postponed until after normal applications are received on January 6.
