Applications are being accepted until January 28, 2011. Please submit your application early, since admissions are made on a rolling basis. 

Once your application is complete, you will be notified of acceptance or rejection, usually within one week.

A deposit of $100 will be due within a week of admission to the program in the form of a check made out to “Bucknell University”.  The deposit will be applied to the Program Fee. If, after being admitted to the program, you are not able to participate, the deposit will be returned to you less any costs already incurred on your behalf by the program. If you withdraw after airline tickets have been purchased and other costs have been incurred on your behalf by the program, you will be responsible for any nonrefundable costs or those not covered by a substitute participant in the program.

If you are applying only for this Short-Term Study Abroad Program in Nicaragua, there is no need to complete a separate application for preliminary approval to study off campus.
