Samek Art Gallery: Permanent Collection Study Room

The Samek Art Gallery is an integral part of the intellectual and cultural life of Bucknell University and the region. The mission includes collecting, preserving, interpreting and making accessible the 5000+ object permanent collection (see website, especially “Collections,” for more information). 

The Permanent Collection Study Room is a primary resource for accessing the collection. It houses nearly half of the collection (primarily prints, photographs and drawings) in archival housing units, has appropriate study furniture, lighting, and space to study objects in the collection for individuals to a small-mid-sized seminar class. 

The Collection Study Room may be used by appointment only. Visits require advance notice in order to schedule, prepare and plan to staff the visit. Please review the below guidelines before contacting the museum to request an appointment.

Permanent Collection Study Room Guidelines

Applicable to student, faculty/staff and visiting scholars

Setting up a visit:

1. Visit the Samek website (www.bucknell.edu/Samek/) and fill out and submit a Permanent Collection Study Room Online Request Form a minimum of one week before the date needed.  

Note: The form requires information including the requested date, time, number of visitors, contact information, and a list of artwork requested for study.*
2. The Assistant Registrar will then contact you to finalize arrangements.  If this request is for multiple artworks pulled for a class, the Assistant Registrar will also set up a time with you to meet prior to the date of the class session to discuss setup and sequencing. Requested work will be pulled and prepared for the visit.

A museum staff member will be present for the duration of the visit.  

5.
A 15-minute tutorial on Collection Study Room use and proper conduct.

6.   The Samek reserves the right to deny viewing objects that are fragile or inaccessible.

Visit Rules and Guidelines:

1.
Maximum number of visitors: 15.

2.  Backpacks and bags are not allowed in the study room.

3.
Food and drink are not allowed in the Study Room or galleries.

4.
Writing utensils: only pencils are permitted in the Study Room.

5. Artwork will be prepared and handled by museum staff. 

Any exceptions to this are limited and are on a case-by-case basis.

6. No photography of the artwork is allowed.

7.   Artwork labels, tags, and supports will not be altered or removed.

8. Artwork will not be removed from the Collection Study Room.
